The Ilímaussaq complex is one of the world's most fascinating igneous 
complexes.  The abundance of rare elements has resulted in more than 
two hundred and twenty-five different minerals and many unique 
fluorescent mineral specimens. Thirty minerals were first discovered and 
described in the complex and twelve are unique to it.
